         Nabiac Landcare 
 
The Nabiac Landcare team are back at the Lilypilly Bend 
reserve and are currently doing follow-up in the area 
between Park St and Woosters Creek.  It's been hot enough to fog up 
the lenses on my safety glasses!  It's hard to believe that it can be so 
dry and yet so humid down by the creek. 
 

It seems to me that it’s been a long, hot summer ...but...I've seen the 
first flashes of vivid yellow in the vegetation along the road.  Easter or 
winter cassia (Senna pendula var glabrata) is beginning to flower 
reminding us that autumn is on its way.  Regular readers of my     
articles know that these flashes of yellow are a reminder of how 
much this species has spread in the local area in the last 20 years.  
This plant is often shallow rooted and easy to pull.  If cutting and 
painting with herbicides be sure to cut to ground level. 
 

White passion fruit (Passiflora subpeltata) is a weedy vine that is also 
fairly easy to spot because it's leaves are a soft pale grey green 
against the trees that it is climbing over.  It's very tempting to just pull 
this shallow rooted vine but it suckers readily from it's threadlike 
horizontal roots.  It is better to cut at the base or scrape the stems 
and paint large specimens with 1 glyphosate:1.5 water rather than 
chase the roots through the surface soil and mulch.  There are at least 
six species of introduced weedy passion fruit along the east coast and 
several species of natives.  If in doubt Google can be your friend if 
used carefully.  In some cases, fruit, flowers and leaves may all be 
necessary to confirm identity.  
 

Lastly, if you have land that was subject to the 
2025 floods be on the 
lookout for new 
weeds.  The very  
nasty solanums ,Tropical Soda Apple  and    
Giant Devil's Fig, can be spread by flood 
waters.  As well, my weed vision, honed as a 

ten year old pulling weeds in soybean fields, is 
sure it sees Noogoora Burr →or one of it's 
Xanthium relatives growing on fence lines 
along the Purfleet straight. 
 

Nabiac Landcare normally works each 
Wednesday (weather permitting) 8-9am to 
11am, followed by a very yummy morning tea.  New members are 
always welcome.  We'll teach you to identify the weeds and the

natives.  You don't have to work every week if you join us.  We can 
find a job for anyone of any level of fitness.  Even if you can't help in 
the bush, you can do your bit for our lovely area.  If you have a gar-
den remove fruit and seeds from exotic plants that the birds and wind 
will spread.  When you prune, compost your prunings or use your 
green bin.  Over the fence or across the road in the bush shouldn't be 
an option.  Most of all enjoy a quiet walk in the local bush!

“Smoke in the vicinity”.   That’s what often shows up on the screen 
when Brigades are called out in response to a Triple zero (000)     
emergency call.  The Rural Fire Service has an operational mandate to 
investigate and act upon all Triple Zero calls. 

Now, things have been a bit tricky lately with significant fires around 
Coolongolook and Nerong.  Depending on the time of day and the 
wind conditions, there were occasions when visibility from the     
Minimbah Fire Station was about 150 metres.  Yes, that is most     
definitely smoke in the vicinity.  However, it was not just around our 
Fire Station – it was throughout the District.  Throughout many     
Districts for that matter.  The nearest flames were at Nerong, and 
were being managed, around the clock, by both ground and aerial 
firefighting crews and appliances.  Can you imagine how many people 
and appliances would be involved?   

Even when there are large and difficult-to-access fires blazing for 
days/weeks on end, a certain number of fire-fighting resources need 
to remain in our District to respond to local emergencies.  Resources 
are stretched because there are never enough trucks to get to every 
house. 

If you see a fire (flames) which is unattended, by all means call 000.    

BUT, please give serious consideration to “smoke in the vicinity” .  
Before you call, ask yourself:- 

 Is this emergency call necessary, or is it perhaps stretching the 
local resources beyond the limit? 

 Is it local smoke or widespread smoke drifting from large bush-
fires? 

 Can I see any flames? 

 If there are flames, is someone in attendance? 

Where there is smoke there is generally fire.   
But not always. 

Almost a month from when it started, and the Nerong fire has flared 
up again.   

Currently Free Fire Permits are required from the RFS 
before you are legally permitted to light outside fires. 
Fire Permits are suspended on days when the Fire Dan-
ger is High  
or above, e.g. Extreme or Catastrophic. 
Total Fire Ban days are just that ….A Total Ban on all 
outside fires.

Italian Pork with Marsala 
 (Margaret Fulton’s Italian Cook book circa 1973)  
 

Ingredients  
 

500g  Pork Fillets 

3 tbsp  Olive oil 

2 tsp  Plain flour 

125 ml Marsala 

30g   Butter 

Seasoned flour for coating 

Salt & Pepper to season 

 

Method  
 

Trim pork fillets of any fat and slice lengthways, almost through. Lay 
fillets open, book fashion, and flatten with a meat mallet between 2 
sheets of plastic wrap.  Cut meat into pieces about 10 x 5 cm.  Beat 
again until very thin, taking care not to break the slices  Dust slices 
lightly with seasoned flour. 

Heat oil in a pan and brown the meat for 2 minutes on each side over a 
high heat.  Sprinkle lightly with salt and generously with pepper, then 
remove meat from pan and arrange slices over lapping on a warm 
serving dish. Keep warm 

Add 1 tablespoon water to pan, then add flour.  Stir and pour in marsala, 
scraping up the crustiness.  Stir until sauce is thickened and smooth, 
then add butter and when melted, pour hot sauce over the meat. 

 
Serve with choice of vegetables and mashed potatoes.

Hi to all! 
We’re in Autumn; a new season and the slow transition into the    
cooler months.  How lucky are we to have a roof over our heads? 

One thing I am very grateful for is plenty of land to garden.  It’s been a 
dream of mine since god knows when - growing plants for cooking, 
cleaning, beauty, and of course, medicine. 

Some of you may not know this but Naturopaths not only work with a 
person’s diet and lifestyle, but they utilise plants as medicine.  Plants 
have this incredible ability to stimulate a person’s self-healing       
mechanisms, acting on the organs that need support in their structure 
and/or function.  But plants aren’t to be messed with!  Just look at the 
“mushroom lady” (or so my nieces like to call her) who used a deadly 
strain of fungi in her cooking that almost wiped out all those that ate 
it! 

Plants are powerful and can be deadly if used without knowledge, 
caution, and good intentions… so when it comes to medicinal plants, 
always consult someone trained in the arts, like a naturopath or   
herbalist. 

I say this because almost 80% of the pharmaceutical drugs we know 
come from the plant kingdom.  Just look at aspirin. 

Aspirin is a synthetic form of salicin, with the Willow Bark tree being 
highest in concentration.  Salicin and its active form, Salicylic acid, 
have powerful medicinal properties such as antipyretic (reduces   
fever), analgesic (reduces pain) and anti-inflammatory (reduces    
inflammation).  Hence, aspirin is the most world-wide drug used to-
day!  What I love most about the natural plant form is it reminds me 
how perfectly aligned and connected we are with the natural world; 
salicin has a mucilage layer on the outside and when ingested, it coats 
the stomach lining before it is absorbed in the small intestines.  With-
out this coating, the salicylic acid would irritate the lining causing 
nausea, pain and worse case, ulcerations.  This is why the                 
pharmaceutical aspirin is recommended to be taken with food or milk 

to reduce its impact on the stomach lining, or why some aspirin has 
an enteric coating. 

Nature provided this protection already, and modern medicine is 
simply mimicking it.  How fascinating! 

Plenty of plants to use over autumn such as thyme, oregano,    
echinacea, sage and rosemary, ones you can put in the garden to 
have handy. 

For some articles I will explore plants more deeply so you get to know 
them better, until then I’ll leave you with a joke.

Welcome to Deb’s Gardening 
 
Summer is almost done and dusted with minimal plant 
loss in my garden.  A few native tube stocks that got  
planted prior to summer didn’t survive but that was due 
to me not keeping the water up to them often enough.  They have 
since been replaced and growing well.  Tube stocks, or any new plant 
that is planted in the garden, require more watering, more often until 
they are established.  

I have a native garden section that runs along the fence line that  
separates the paddock and the house garden.  Prior to us purchasing 
the property the only plants that were there were 4 citrus trees.  The 
citrus trees are still there but I have extended the garden and filled it 
with natives.  The citrus and native plants all live happily together 
with fewer citrus fruits being eaten by the birds compared to the 
citrus growing in the orchard, an interesting observation.  The citrus 
have an interesting shape on the fence side as the cattle stick their 
head through the fence and give the citrus a prune but they don’t 
touch the native plants.  

The native garden is one of my favourite parts of the garden.  Most of 
the plants flower in the winter months, which brings colour to the 
garden.  They are easy to maintain and don’t need a lot of pruning, 
just a snip to keep them in shape.  I never worry about fertilising but 
it is well mulched with wood chips.  As the wood chips break down it 
becomes a food source for the soil.  I fertilise the citrus that are in the 
native garden with an organic life which is animal manure but only 
around the root system of that tree and I mulch them with hay to 
encourage bacteria to the soil and so far it hasn’t affected the native 
grevilleas that are closer to the citrus.  

Native plants often dislike manure fertiliser because they have 
adapted to thrive in soils that are naturally low in nutrients, especially 
phosphorus.  Manure, particularly poultry manure, is high in          
nutrients.  Many native plants like grevilleas, Banksias and Hakeas, 
have developed specialized roots called “proteoid roots” to extract 
nutrients from poor, ancient soils.  These roots are extremely        
efficient, meaning high- phosphorus fertilisers like manures can cause 

the plant to take up too much phosphorus, leading to toxic levels that 
kill the plant.  

I also like the fact that native plants are indigenous, genetically      
diverse species adapted to the local ecosystems, providing maximum 
ecological benefits and food for wildlife.  Cultivars (cultivated         
varieties) are human selected, often cloned plants bred for colour and 
size, which may reduce genetic diversity and limit nectar, pollen, or 
nutritional value for pollinators.  Native plants possess high genetic 
diversity, allowing for better adaptation to climate and pests.  

Another observation is that the monolepta beetles are not in the 
native garden but flying around the rest of the garden and orchard. 
The monolepta beetle is still in plague proportion.  I read that they 
are quick to disappear, well that is a bit of a lie because they have 
been around all summer, but the fact that they are not anywhere in 
the native garden is very interesting.  

There are apparently over 24,000 species of native plants in Australia 
with popular varieties including Grevillea, Eucalyptus, Banksia,      
Kangaroo paw, Wattles, Callistemon (bottlebrush), Leptospermum 
( tea tree), Melaleuca (honey myrtle) Native Hibiscus and Everlasting 
Daisies, just to name a few.   

I have a Native Hibiscus growing in the garden which is not in the 
native garden and the monolepta beetle did not even touch it but 
annihilated the non native Hibiscus, another interesting fact.  

After the heat and a dry summer I am seriously thinking of adding a 
lot more Australian natives to the rest of the garden, they seem to 
adapt a lot better than the ornamental or cultivar plants.  In the   
future instead of planting and spending money on annuals that I put 
in each year that I end up being disappointed in because they are not 
putting on the show that I thought they would, I am going to start 
planting a native plant instead.  I am sure I will find a native plant that 
I will love because there are not many native plants I don’t love.  

Until next time “ We are all a part of mother earth.  She sustains us 
and we must sustain her in return.

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When Should I Desex My Dog? 
 
A common question people ask our Veterinarians is, “when is the 
best time to desex my pet?”  The answer depends on their breed, 
expected mature size and the owners’ personal circumstances, which 
will affect how readily they can responsibly manage an entire male or 
female dog.  Historically, desexing young dogs and puppies was    
common practice, and most sterilisation procedures were performed 
around 6 months of age.  Today, however, there is more scientific 
evidence that suggests waiting until an animal matures may be better 
for their long-term health and wellbeing.  This is known as delayed 
desexing. 
 

Overall, desexing is strongly recommended to reduce the risk of 
mammary and testicular cancers, aggressive or roaming behaviours, 
unwanted pregnancies and indiscriminate breeding.  In females, it 
eliminates the risk of life-threatening uterine infections (pyometra), 
which we see commonly in older, undesexed females.  We would 
recommend that all dogs that are not intended for breeding be    
desexed at an appropriate age.  Delayed desexing for dogs allows 
their bodies to reach skeletal maturity with the benefit of circulating 
sex hormones, and this has been associated with improved skeletal 
conformation including appropriate growth plate closure and leg 
angle, reducing the risk of cranial cruciate ligament rupture.  Another 
benefit is a reduced risk of urinary incontinence in female dogs.  
 
Scientific studies show delayed desexing is especially beneficial for 
the health of large and giant breed dogs, however there is still a   
benefit in delaying desexing for several months in smaller breeds. 
  

Our recommendations are as follows: 
→ Giant and large breed dogs: Eg Wolfhounds, Great Danes,      

Labradors and Rottweilers - 
Delay desexing until 12-18 
months of age. 

Note: in large deep chested 
dogs (especially Wolfhounds, 
Great Danes, Greyhounds, 
Dobermans, Weimaraners and 
Irish Setters) we would strongly 
recommend a prophylactic 
gastropexy at the time of     
desexing surgery to prevent 
GDV (bloat/twisted stomach). 
This procedure attaches the 
stomach to the body wall the 
eliminate the risk of gastric torsion.  Up to 42% of Great Danes 
will experience a GDV in their lifetime. 

→ Small breed dogs: Eg. Pugs and Miniature Poodles - Delay    
desexing until 6-9 months of age. 

 

If delaying desexing until these ages is not possible, desexing can still 
be performed safely earlier than recommended, or vasectomies can 
be performed for male dogs to render them sterile but allow their 
developing bodies the benefit of circulated sex hormones as they 
mature.

  November Mass time is Saturday 21st at 6:00pm (subject to change) 

King Sennacherib laughed at the idea that God would be stronger 
than his great army, but 185,000 of them were destroyed by an angel, 
ch. 19. 

So Hezekiah was a 'good' king compared with others who led the 
people away from God.  Still he became ill and Isaiah told him he 
would die. But Hezekiah thought he shouldn't die just yet because   
his behaviour should save him.  I love the part where he says  'but I've 
been so good' … a bit like a child trying to escape punishment! 

So God heard his prayer and let him live another 15 years and the sign 
of this promise was another miracle.  God made the sundial go back 
'ten degrees (we don't know how He did this but there's a similar 
miracle in Joshua chapter 10). 

Just as Hezekiah thought God should love him because of his good 
deeds, we can also think our actions will cause God to NOT love us. 
But the fact that God is for you was proven at the cross. 

Your spiritual tipping point is believing that God doesn't just love you 
… He likes you. 

He loves you 'enough to die for you and He likes you enough to spend 
eternity with you'. 

This I know … God is for me, Psalm 56:9
